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In this text and photograph montage, visual artist Răzvan Anton reflects on his technique of creating sunprints and how he uses this method to engage audiences with art-based heritage performance. His creative  processes connect the act of mark-making with recording the ageing of different materials over the passage of time. They are time-based processes with the potential to open an interrogatory perspective over the ephemerality of both medium and subject. In dialogue with historian and archivist Julie Dawson, Anton describes his experiences using this method to explore the documentary heritage of the Medias Jewish community. Dawson and Anton discuss different perspectives on the symbolic meaning of creating non-fixed images of communities that have disappeared.
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
