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Workshop 5: Overall TRACES Publication
Aim of the workshop
Workshop 5 is dedicated to the overall TRACES publication. WP4 and editorial board would like to go for a dialogical format with different types of visual and textual contributions from all TRACES units. To achieve this, getting an idea on the preferred contributions from all TRACES units in form and content is crucial. Therefore, this workshop is about collectively “translating” the MTM discussions and research materials/ concepts/ narratives into book chapters and contributions. A preliminary list of contents based on TRACES core concepts is included in TR_Manual_outline_170403.pdf on basecamp. The needs and preferences from across TRACES will be the basis of a formal book proposal. 
The workshop is a place to: 
· Discuss findings, experiences and supporting concepts from the different research sites with “the big picture” in mind, by relating them to TRACES core concepts.
· Develop a shared vision for the book: Who are we writing this book for? What would be interesting for our expected audience? What do we want to convey to colleagues, peers and readers who work, like us, from different disciplines on contentious heritage? Which working title best matches this? 
· Identify together ideas and proposals for possible contributions and collaborations from different TRACES units. Clustering: How to group our challenges, strategies, practices, results? Check: Are the types of contributions and book structure proposed by WP4 and discussed in the editorial board adequate? 
· Clarify a realistic timeline for contributions and deadlines
Schedule
15:00 – 15:45 Plenary. Presentation of the book concept. Expected audience, chapters, time frame. Discussion. Introduction to small working groups. 
15:45 – 16:00 Coffee break
16:00 – 17:30 Small groups. Identifying, discussing and bringing into interaction TRACES materials, discussions and supporting concepts. What do we want to convey about the TRACES approach to contentious heritage, co-production, transmission/knowledge and the arts? The big picture will be made tangible by ideas / proposals for book contributions (an supporting concept, a story/encounter, etc). Which type of contribution best accommodates the idea/proposal? Results will be documented on idea-cards and posters.
17:30 – 18:00 Collective Clustering: Collectively arranging idea-cards in chapters. Renaming/ adding chapters if necessary. Who is prepared to work on which contributions, who can support this, and when?
18:00 – 19:00 Planning Plenary: Tweaking the book concept to answer to our needs and ideas. Checking time-table: the writing/production process for the book should hook in with the work on the ground. 
Small working groups
Working groups 1-5 are about the core TRACES concepts. At the present stage, these form the main chapters of the book. These groups translate discussions/ research experiences into publication formats: supporting concepts, empirical material, framings, authors, types of contributions. Working group 6 discusses the general vision on where we want to go with the book, and how to achieve this. 
1. Contentious Heritage
2. Co-Production (Institutions, communication, different interests, timings and expertise, formats to go public)
3. The Arts: Position and expertise (role of the artist, expectations as to artistic contributions)
4. Reflexive Europeanisation (Europe – a contested framework)
5. Transmission/knowledge production
6. The big picture: Where do we want to go with the book? Which audiences do we envisage? In which places do we see the book? (Museum book shops? Archives? Artist studios? Galleries? Universities? Social centres? Heritage offices? …). How do we achieve this? What are the needs, what do we want to convey? Which title best expresses the big picture?

Contributions from TRACES units
The dialogical concept of the book requires from most TRACES units several shorter rather than one large contribution. Who does what depends very much on the preferences of the producers. As a rule of thumb, this could be:
· Description of the research site 
· 1-3 thick descriptions/case studies (roughly 3 pages)
· 1-2 visuals/hybrid records (up to 4 pages)
· 5-10 short stories/bites (up to 200 words)
· Possibly taking the lead or contributing to a longer analysis contribution (roughly 12 pages)
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
