· 7-year old girl
· Born 1000 BC in the south of England and moved to Scotland when two years old
· Was expected to work and help with many jobs and tasks around the house and  participated in the making of clothes and tools, and in food preparation 
· Loved cornflowers
· Her family had a relatively high status in the community, and if she had reached adulthood, she would have been well respected
· Had four siblings
· Had broken her arm as a toddler but was given the best treatment that was possible
· Died of an infection within days of getting sick. Same disease also killed other children and some of the elderly members of her village at the same time  
· The burial is over 3000 years old and some of the parts of the skeleton are missing as they have been destroyed during the long time they were buried for  
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
