The Agenda was slightly altered, as nobody from WP6 was present. Thus we started with the infos on the Oslo conference. 

Ad 1) Infos about the final conference in Oslo

As communicated already before, it will take place on the 7./8. February. There was an excellent response on the call for papers, of which 35 were selected.

The ethnographic work with CCPs is going to be presented in the morning of the first day, then there will be presentations in the afternoon. The keynote will be held by Khadija von Zinnenburg Caroll. The majority of the presentations will be held on topics outside Europe.

Everybody who wants to participate as audience from TRACES should contact Arnd and/or Magnus. He will then send some further informations (programme etc.) in October.
Ad 2) Infos about the final event in Milano

Suzana jumps in and summarizes the infos she has got. There are going to be several events: 

- the exhibition
- the conference and
- pop-up events within the exhibition

The conference is mainly run by people from TRACES, except for the keynote. The programm development for the exhibition and the pop-up events has just started. Most important for the pop-ups: all WPs can propose parallel events. Francesca might tell us more about this. WP3 is involved and Leone, Arnd will be asked.

Some misunderstandings with the CCPs occurred for the exhibition, as it is not a summary of their projects, but has an own concept.

WP2 and Leone are happy to contribute to the conference. WP6  might contact Leone separately. Arnd offers to be in touch with Suzana after the Scandinavian summer break in August.


Ad 3) update on activities around the companion

Klaus reports about positive developments. There have been talks in Edinburgh with various people. The concept and the possible contributions are becoming clearer now.


Ad 4) proposed time line for the final reports

Gisela refers to the three documents which have been uploaded on Basecamp. She explains the nature of the two reports (see the pdf “final reports” on BC – central hub).

She stresses the importance of the conclusions for the final report, which ideally should have between 3 – 5 pages (long version).

Periodic report/technical report: The (updated) template is going to be sent out in Autumn. The internal deadline for the WP reports is set for 31 January. As the deadline for the EC is the end of April, we can be flexible about the deadline. Another possibility would be to split into single parts  – e.g. to have the conclusions earlier.

Gisela explains the concept of the two different kinds of conclusions – the general and individual conclusions. It needs a task and a deadline for the general conclusions – she will write sort of a guideline. She offers one to one Skypes for discussion of the conclusions. The conclusions should also contrast the expectations in the beginning and how it worked in practice.

Klaus stresses the importance of the conclusions for the companion.
Ad 5) final review meeting

Gisi set up a google table ( https://docs.google.com/spreadsheets/d/1g6DWEHqdH9bgGaf-KYpRzwzD58WOAFaIIZdPm_RxT6U/edit?usp=sharing ) for finding a suitable time-slot.

The review meeting will have to take place in Brussels and will include a round table for discussing our findings and recommendations.

Concerning doing the review together with one (or more?) of our sister projects: it is more important to find a time slot for ourselves first and then see, whether there is an interest and whether they also would have time.

It might be interesting for the round table, but it is unclear whether the review itself is project per project. We might be far more confident this time as it probably is less about evaluation. 

Our experiences with Brussels show their great interest in the impact of the project. 

Policy briefs: it is important to keep in mind the different levels of policy (makers).

Gisela tries to find out more about the review when Hinano is back from her holidays in August. 

Concerning the travel costs: the EC will refund it, but it would still have to come out of the budget. There will be no additional money for it.


Ad 6) AoB

Arnd reports from the largest anthropology conference in London (Art, Materiality and Representation, 1 – 3 June 2018) where he presented his activities with Leone and where Erica Lehrer gave an excellent report on CCP2 which were very well received. A short info will be posted on bc and the website. Arnd agrees to upload the abstract of the presentation on basecamp. 

Gisi reminds everybody that it would also be good to inform the Milano team about such activities, in order to put it on on the website and Facebook, as they are monitored by Hinano. It is also possible and good to do this afterwards, but the best thing would to do it either beforehand or as soon as possible.
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
